MANCHESTER COUNTY CUP 1st ROUND TIE

The game kicked off and the boys seemed to be looking confident going forward, much as they had done in last weeks game. After an early attack Heyside managed to clear the ball however, the clearance was cleverly intercepted by Captain Adam Fisher, who took a touch to control and line up his shot to break the deadlock, to see it fly wide of the goal. 2nd Half
