Chadderton Park started the game well and looking like they were really up for the fight after last week’s disappointment.  The team were passing the ball around the pitch freely until Ciaran was brought down in the Clayton half, resulting in a free kick for Chaddy Park.  The ball was played into the Clayton goal area and found its way to the feet of Sam Carr who took his chance well and buried the ball in the back of the net, 1-0 to Chaddy Park.  The boys spurred on by this early lead again managed to thread the ball through the Clayton mid-field out wide on the right to set Ciaran off on a charge at the Clayton defence, tackled once and regained possession to be tackled again and force a corner.  Quick thinking from right back Matt collected the short corner and played the ball into the centre which was cleared by the Clayton defence.  Clayton managed to break through down their left wing on a number of occasions, only to be blocked off by some very effective defending by Matt.  We had a period of end-to-end football with both sides trying to get a goal, but it seemed like it wasn’t going to happen.  James Ashton made way for Cameron to be brought into play in mid-field, which seemed to add a bit more steel to the Chaddy Park attack.  We came down the right and then down the left always looking for the short pass inside to beat the Clayton defence.  Ciaran was again found by a clever defence splitting pass from Matt who turned inside the defender before driving the ball past the Clayton keeper, 2-0 Chaddy Park.

The boys continued with the free flowing football and looked quite comfortable, until the Clayton wake up call came out of the blue!  Caught napping the Chaddy Park mid-field and defence stood watching as a loose ball found its way to two unmarked players and with a big lofted kick launched the ball high in the air and over Ellis’ helpless arms.  It was so high I think Jeff would have struggled to reach it!  There was a big roar from the home crowd as they tried to spur Clayton Villa’s revival.  The boys from Chadderton had different plans.  Connor Evans, made way for the introduction of Aaron Clegg, who got stuck in right from his first kick and in true Aaron style.  Sam Carr was doing a great job in supporting the attack by constantly hounding and harassing the Clayton defenders and when he wasn’t doing that he was holding the ball while the right move appeared.  This eventually paid dividends when Sam held the ball up well before laying in a pass to Ciaran and without hesitation fired the ball goal bound.  3-1 to Chaddy Park.

Half time 3-1

No need this week for Ken to give “one of those team talks”, the boys had already got the bit between their teeth.  So with the second half underway, Chaddy Park were again on the attack with the back four pushing Clayton Villa into their own half.  Matt, Jordan, James Stott and Reiss all played their parts in a well-organised line of defence, constantly talking to each other and working as a unit.  The ball was brought out of defence via Adam in mid-field who looked up to find Ciaran out on the right wing, slotted the ball to Ciaran who weaved his way to the by-line and pulled the ball back across goal to find an unmarked Sam “the sniper” Carr to coolly slot the ball home from 5 metres out, 4-1 to Chaddy Park.

With great all-round performances from Cameron and Ciaran it was time to let them have a rest and make way for Patrick to take his place on the pitch in mid-field and Connor to return on the right wing.  Clayton were still trying to get something back out of this game and credit to them, they never gave up trying.  One such attack won them a corner, which they took quickly but were soon closed down by Jordan but the tricky attacker managed to win a free kick just outside our goal area.  The mighty wall of defence stepped up to block the free kick.  Sam Carr, Adam and Daniel not at all concerned by their lack of aerial stature, successfully prevented the free kick from getting past them.  Recovering from this the Chaddy Park defence broke out and continued pressure from Matt found Daniel on the left and took the opportunity of shooting on target to see his effort saved well by the Clayton keeper.

Still trying Clayton again found a way through the mid-field and pressed us back into a compact area.  A long range shot from outside the Chaddy Park goal area, looked goal bound all the way, before Reiss popped up to save the day and headed the ball over the bar to safety.  A huge sigh of relief was heard from the Chaddy Park faithful supporters.

Chaddy Park stepped up a gear and piled on more and more pressure on the flagging Clayton defence, with shots raining in from Aaron, Danny, Matty and Sam Carr.  The ball played down the right to Connor who found himself in a great position to cross the ball into the Clayton box which was skilfully collected by Aaron and side footed past the Clayton keeper and into the net.  Dad Mike now going pale at the thought of how much Aaron is going to cost him! 

At 5-1 the game was pretty much over, but that didn’t stop the pressure from Chaddy Park.  With Daniel hounding the Clayton defence he forced them into a pass back to the keeper resulting in an indirect free kick inside the Clayton penalty box.  Matt stepped up to take the kick and being faced with the Clayton goal line packed with their players he cleverly stroked an inch perfect pass back to Adam on the edge of the box.  Adam knowing the line was crowded with players who were now quickly surging toward him aimed a driven side foot strike high into the roof of the Clayton net, 6-1 and the party goes on!  Daniel and Sam Carr made way for Alex Thompson to make his mark on the game and for James Ashton to return to the field of play.  Both James and Alex got into the game quickly with a ball from Alex passed inside to Adam who laid the ball onto James to see his shot saved by the keeper.  Still pushing for more Aaron found himself in a great position, let fly a shot that the Clayton keeper got a hand to, but not enough to prevent it hitting the back of the net, 7-1 and we’re cruising.  Mike is now looking at how he’s going to explain how much Aaron’s mum will have to pay out if he gets a hat trick!  Everyone except Ellis was in the Clayton half, although at one point Ellis tried to become part of the back four on the half way line.  Some good work from Matt supporting the mid-field found Adam inside the Clayton penalty box and Adam let loose a thunderbolt shot, giving the keeper no chance, 8-1 and we are well and truly in the next round of the League Cup.

This was a truly great performance from all the players who all played their part in the result.  The old familiar blockade at the back kept most of the attacks away from Ellis and even those that got through were well snuffed out by some great advanced positional play by Ellis.  Another solid performance from James Stott that earned him a full game and ably assisted by a cool performance from Reiss, and also from Jordan who was looking more like his old self again.  The mid-field was as strong as ever, led by captain Adam Fisher and the hard working Cameron.  There was also some great stretching play from Ciaran and Daniel on either wing, both giving a non-stop performance.  Throughout the game James Ashton and Connor Evans made their presence know and at times showed good potential, with Alex Thompson working at improving his game week by week.  The deadly duo of Sam Carr and Aaron Clegg shared half the goals between them.

Now we’re set up nicely for a second round tie against our old rivals Boundary Park Juniors at the end of November.
