Moston Brook however still had enough bite in them to break forward and try their own luck in front of goal.  As the attack broke forward Zak was forced to make a last minute lunge which was unfortunately mistimed and took the attacker down in the box, giving Moston Brook a penalty.  This was Moston Brook’s chance to put themselves back in the game and with a well struck penalty that is just what they did, 1-1.

The first half ended with several Chaddy Park attacks, all of which were kept out by the skill and determination of the Moston Brook goal keeper.

2nd Half
