Summary

Game 5 – v Little Lever (Won 2-1)

After a 50 minute wait, our fifth game kicked off.  Little Lever had already shown in previous games that they were dangerous in the final third but the Lions defence worked hard and their efforts were rewarded with goals from both ALEXANDER and CAMERON.  Although Little Lever pulled one back, good defending from Jack and Lucas prevented a late Little Lever leveller.

Game 6 – v Unsworth (Won 2-0)

After a quick look at the scoreboard via the hot dog stand, the Lions needed a victory in their final group game to finish top going into the knock-out stages.  Unsworth were restricted in opportunities whilst the Lions players were seeking to add to their goal tally.  Cian came close to scoring mid-way through the game before leading marksman SAM scored with a couple of great strikes.

The win meant Lions finished top of their age group on 17 points, dropping only 1 point in 6 group games.  We would now play fourth placed Little Lever in the first semi-final.

Semi-Final – v Little Lever (Lost 2-1)

Little Lever defended well, putting players behind the ball in numbers whenever Lions threatened, which we did on a number of occasions  However, it would be Little Lever who scored first when Lions failed to intercept.  There were still several minutes left in this 12 minute long semi-final though and within 2 minutes of the Lever goal, Lions struck back through another goal from SAM.  

There were some tired Lions legs out there now and we could not prevent Little Lever from regaining the lead.  With Just a few minutes of the game remaining, the Lions families watched on anxiously from the sidelines as their young pride and joy worked hard to find an equaliser.  Alas, it was not to be.  Lions received a roaring reception from their supporters as they left the field.
