Our 6th game of the season and away again!

The goal scorers from today’s game were noted by Ben’s Dad, Dave, who has been appointed as my cultural attaché on match days!

We were unable to select from a full squad for the game with Jake on holiday. Jake returns to action next week.

We were late in arriving for the allocated kick off time due to logistical problems – we couldn’t find the ground!  

A Captain for the day wasn’t appointed as we were in a rush to have a warm up, team selection and team talk. A “reccy” of future away grounds will be conducted so we know where we are going!

The games over the previous few weeks have seen the Eagles destroy teams very quickly but today was not to be so. The boys are on a winning streak of five out of five but the passing and moving which is being requested from the players has been replaced at times with individualism.

A quick team talk before the game was refreshing with the boys themselves all saying that they had to pass the ball more. The players were all reminded about their positional play and the need to work hard, pass the ball and to talk to each other.

Radcliffe Borough “B” were the most physical team that we have played this season. A couple of their players were physically strong and the team were excellent in challenging for the ball in the air and on the ground. The opposition goalkeeper kicked the ball out of his hands at every opportunity and it was good to see the boys heading the ball and attacking it before it bounced over their heads.

In contrast, Joel rolled the balled out every time and the boys played the ball out from the back. We may at times concede possession but we will continue to encourage the whole team to play in this fashion which is far better than the keeper kicking the ball out of his hands as we see with opposition teams each week.  

The game ebbed and flowed in the first 10 minutes of the game. The ball was being passed more and more and their goalkeeper pulled off a few excellent saves and took a few knocks as our boys challenged for every loose ball. 

The goals eventually came which were reward for our pressure with Ellis scoring his first goals of the game in the tenth and eleventh minutes. The opposition were not buckling under pressure but Joel, Ben and Cavan were strong in defence until the eighteenth minute when we allowed the opposition to beat us in two tackles and toe poke the ball in to the net.

The boys immediately responded with Ellis completing his hat trick straight from the kick off with the aid of a slight deflection. 

Half Time - 3 - 1

The boys were reminded at half time that they were not going to beat teams by ten goals every week and that they had a team here who would not give up. They had to work hard. Particular emphasis about work rate was placed on the central midfield trio of Hashim, Michael and Mackenzie. If they wanted to go forward and help out Luke and Ellis, then they had to work hard in getting back to help out Joel, Ben and Cavan. We had to retain our shape and allow Luke and Ellis to remain up front to keep the pressure on at all times.

The second half commenced and within a couple of minutes Michael took a nasty knock to his ankle. The magic spray was applied but Michael was unable to continue. I was treating Michael on the sidelines when the next two goals were both scored in the twenty third minute by Luke. Good finishing I am informed!! 

The goal scoring finished and we did not add to our tally or concede in the remaining seventeen minutes. The work rate remained high and we did start to pass the ball. If we could pass it some more it would be very pleasing. 

The opposition kept plugging away but the bravery and commitment in tackling was excellent. The marking of players at set pieces, when their goalkeeper kicked the ball out of his hands and throw ins was superb and the team realise by talking to each other from the goalkeeper to the strikers how easy the game can be.

The only other scare in defence was a free kick outside the area which Joel kept out well with his legs.

The highlight of the game for me was a corner in the second half which was taken short, two quick passes to the edge of the area resulted in a good shot at goal. We didn’t score but the boys expressed themselves freely and the opposition were unable to defend the corner. 

We have now played six games of the season, scored fifty seven goals and conceded only six goals. We look forward to the next game!
