Editorial apology – I noted in last week’s match report that Ellis had scored a hat-trick and Luke had scored one goal. I have been informed that both Ellis and Luke scored two goals each. Dave Ellis, Ben’s Dad, has apologised to me for his error, which was caused by a slight headache from the Sportsman’s Dinner the night before!

The third game of the season and our first home game. The goal scorers were noted by Dave Ellis so if they are wrong this week he will need to issue an apology!!

A full squad of nine players were available for the game. For the second consecutive Saturday the weather was bright and sunny. The new FA Respect equipment was in place. The nets took an eternity to be erected with Chris and Darren being “challenged” by erection of the new set of nets. 

Joel was Captain for the day and we attacked the Trees End in the first half. 

The score line at half time was 7 – 0 with the vidiprinter having trouble keeping up with the goals as they hit the back of the net! 

We were on top from the kick off and it took only two minutes for Hashim to score, Ellis scored in the fourth, fifth and sixth minutes to register the club’s quickest ever hat-trick! The finishing in the hat-trick was sublime with Ellis dancing in and out of defenders before smashing it in to the back of the net.

Michael scored our fifth and Mackenize our sixth goal both in the in the seventeenth minute with Mackenzie adding our seventh, and his second goal in two minutes, in the nineteenth minute.

The players are clearly understanding that the ball can move quicker than they can. A series of “one-twos” between Jake and Ellis resulted in one of Ellis’s goals and loud applause greeted the goal which was our best move of the day. 

The defence had very little to do but when called upon dealt with the opposition comfortably. Joel is being encouraged to roll the ball out so that we retain possession, but if a quick kick out of the hands is necessary he is OK to do this and at home with the size of our pitch he may score!

The team talk at half time centred on the boys remaining in their positions and not bunching together. To remember to track back and mark the opposition “goal side” when they are not in possession of the ball. The team are starting to talk to each other which is a massive boost in any team.

The squad were being rotated throughout the first half and this continued in the second half with each of the boys taking turns to have a rest.

The second half continued at the same pace as the first half with goals being scored at regular intervals. Ellis was clearly in the mood for goals as we attached the Houses End. It didn’t take him long to register his second hat-trick of the game. In total he scored four goals on the bounce starting in the twenty first, twenty second and two in the twenty eighth minute taking the score line to 11 – 0 and his personal tally to seven goals!!!

Jake was keen to keep up his record of having scored in each game of the season so far and didn’t disappoint when he netted in the thirty fourth minute to make the score line 12 – 0.

We have now played three games of the season and scored twenty eight goals and conceded only one goal. The performances are continuing to improve and we look forward to the next game!
