The fourth game of the season and our third away game. The goal scorers from today’s game were noted by Jake’s Dad – thank you for your help.

We were unable to have a full squad available for the game with Ben on holiday and Michael being called up in to the Lions squad. The hint of winter was upon us with heavy rain greeting our arrival at St Mary’s Park, Prestwich.  

Mackenzie was Captain for the day. 

The score line at half time was 9 – 1 with Jake’s Dad, Mark, trying his best to note the goal scorers and keep the note pad dry as the rain pelted everyone playing and watching the game. 

We were on top from the kick off and it took only two minutes for Ellis to score his first goal of the game. He was to have a wonderful day in front of goal. 

The team tore in to the opposition and despite our passing not being up to the standards of the previous weeks we were far too strong and dominant to ever be in a position to lose the game.

Ellis was on fire and he scored all of our nine goals in the first half – a treble hat-trick!! His goals came in part from the move starting with Joel rolling the ball out and then within three passes through the midfield the ball being received by Ellis to finish the move with a goal, or, for Ellis to receive the ball dribble past defenders as if they didn’t exist and to finish with aplomb. 

Ellis’ goals were scored in the second, fourth, sixth, twelfth, thirteenth, fourteenth and sixteenth minutes to put the team 7 – 0 up. 

The opposition tried to attack but the defence stood up well until a cross from the right ended up being diverted in to our own goal in the seventeenth minute. The conditions caused the ball to end up in our net and it was great anticipation by the defence to try and prevent the cross from coming in and nine times out of ten it would have gone for a corner.

The team continued to overwhelm the opposition and it wasn’t long before Ellis scored again in the twenty third and twenty seventh minutes to take his personal tally to nine in one half – simply amazing!

The defence had very little to do but when called upon dealt with the opposition comfortably. Joel is being encouraged to roll the ball out so that we retain possession. A large positive to note from the defence is that they are all aware that Joel will roll the ball out. Cavan and Hashim (who played very well at centre half in Ben’s absence) made space to receive the ball. In turn the midfield players of Luke and Mackenzie then move wide to receive the ball.

The players were asked what they had to improve on in the second half. They all responded that they had to pass the ball more. At times we were guilty of not using the best option available but it is very encouraging that the players were aware of what they needed to do to improve their performance.  

Half Time - 9 - 1

The start to the second half was delayed whilst we waited for the opposition to join us on the pitch. I am not sure what they were doing!

The opposition were more involved in the second half. With the score line being so commanding our players took their foot off the pedal which is understandable and happens in professional football. 

We were midway through the second half before we scored our tenth goal of the game. Mackenzie, who had swapped with Hashim to play centre half in the second half, suddenly found himself galloping forward and when the opportunity arose to finish he finished convincingly to make the score line 10 – 1.

Ellis continued off where he left off in the first half by striding through the opposition defence and striking in his tenth and our eleventh goal on thirty three minutes.

The opposition scored a consolation goal in the thirty fifth minute when we were a little adventurous and left Joel in a “three on one” scenario and this made the score line 11 -2.
